1) IPAM welcomes new member organisations:

The International Platform on Adaptation Metrics is a member-led
initiative, governed by member organizations.

After almost two years of activity, including the elaboration of a common
vision (the “Adaptation Metrics Mapping & Evaluation (AMME)
Framework”) presented at CoP26 and substantial exchange between
its 64 individual members within the four IPAM thematic committees,
there is a demand for expansion as more consensus arises on the
imperative to focus on adaptation metrics.
